AMENDED ORDINANCE NO. 22-028

RELATING TO THE GROWTH MANAGEMENT ACT, ADOPTING TECHNICAL
AMENDMENTS TO THE SNOHOMISH COUNTY GROWTH MANAGEMENT ACT
COMPREHENSIVE PLAN AND TITLE 10 SNOHOMISH COUNTY CODE
(GPP22-3 —-TECHNICAL CORRECTIONS)

WHEREAS, Revised Code of Washington (RCW) 36.70A.130 directs counties
planning under the Growth Management Act (GMA), chapter 36.70A RCW, to consider
amendments and revisions to the GMA Comprehensive Plan (GMACP) or development
regulations on a regular basis; and

WHEREAS, the Snohomish County Council (“County Council”) has determined
that the consideration of the proposed amendments and revisions to the GMACP would
promote a county purpose as established under RCW 36.70A.130; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to chapter 30.73 of the Snohomish County Code (SCC),
the Department of Planning and Development Services (PDS) completed final review
and evaluation of the GPP22-3 — Technical Corrections proposal and forwarded a
recommendation to approve the proposal to the Snohomish County Planning
Commission (“Planning Commission”); and

WHEREAS, PDS briefed the Planning Commission on the GPP22-3 — Technical
Corrections proposal on April 26, 2022; and

WHEREAS, the Planning Commission held a public hearing on May 24, 2022, to
receive public testimony on the GPP22-3 — Technical Corrections proposal, and
recommended adoption of the amendments contained in this ordinance, as shown in its
recommendation letter of May 31, 2022; and

WHEREAS, on September 14, 2022, at the hour of 6:00 p.m. the County Council
held a public hearing, after proper notice, to receive public testimony and consider the
entire record related to the GPP22-3 proposed amendments contained in this
ordinance; and
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WHEREAS, following the public hearing, the County Council deliberated on the
proposed amendments contained in this ordinance;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED:

Section 1. The County Council adopts the following findings in support of this ordinance:

A. The foregoing recitals are adopted as findings as if set forth fully herein.

B. The GPP22-3 — Technical Corrections proposal consists of amendments to: 1) Maps
1, 2, 4, and 5 of the General Policy Plan (GPP) to reflect updates for five city and
town annexations and one urban growth area (UGA) accuracy improvement; 2) the
Parks and Recreation chapter of the GPP to recognize the new Parks and
Recreation Division of the Department of Conservation and Natural Resources; and
3) Title 10 of Snohomish County Code (SCC) to delete references to a zone which is
no longer being implemented. Such technical corrections are more particularly
described in staff reports, notices of public hearings, and other documents consisting
of the legislative record for this proposal.

C. The GPP22-3 — Technical Corrections proposal amends Maps 1, 2, 4, and 5 of the
GPP to reflect:

1.

The finalized City of Arlington Lindsay annexation, approved by the city via
Ordinance No. 2022-003. The annexed area consists of 97.80 acres located
adjacent to the southeast portion of the Arlington city limits. The annexed
area was formerly designated Urban Low Density Residential (ULDR) on the
Future Land Use (FLU) map.

The finalized Town of Darrington Cummings annexation, approved by the
town via Ordinance No. 770. The annexed area consists of 3.61 acres located
adjacent to the southwest portion of the Darrington town limits. The annexed
area was formerly designated Urban Low Density Residential — 3 (ULDR-3)
on the FLU map.

The finalized Town of Darrington Airport Way Annexation, approved by the
town via Ordinance No. 765. The annexed area consists of 3.77 acres located
adjacent to the west portion of the Darrington town limits. The annexed area
was formerly designated Urban Industrial (Ul) on the FLU map.

The finalized City of Monroe Woodlands annexation, approved by the city via
Ordinance No. 202-2022. The annexed area consists of 176 acres located
adjacent to the northwest portion of the Monroe city limits. The annexed area
was formerly designated ULDR and unopened road right-of-way on the FLU
map.
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5. A revision to the Stanwood UGA boundary to correct an inaccuracy that was
identified by the County during review of a land survey map and legal
description submitted for the City of Stanwood Kottsick Annexation (Boundary
Review Board File No. 02-2022). This portion of the Stanwood UGA boundary
was incorrectly transcribed in recent versions of the comprehensive plan
maps. This UGA boundary correction does not result in a net increase of
residential, commercial, or industrial urban land capacity. In addition to the
revision to the Stanwood UGA boundary line, the FLU map will be amended
to properly designate the area north of the corrected UGA boundary as Local
Commercial Farmland (LCF), as it was before the mapping inaccuracy. The
FLU map currently designates this area as ULDR.

6. The finalized City of Stanwood Kottsick Annexation, approved by the city via
Ordinance No. 1504. The annexed area consists of 29 acres located adjacent
to the northwest portion of the Stanwood city limits. The annexed area was
formerly designated ULDR and Urban Medium Density Residential (UMDR)
on the FLU map.

D. The GPP22-3 — Technical Corrections proposal amends the Parks and Recreation
chapter of the GPP to recognize the new Parks and Recreation Division of the
Department of Conservation and Natural Resources (DCNR). Snohomish County
recently merged four county government offices to form the DCNR out of the former
Parks, Recreation and Tourism Department, the Surface Water Management
Division, the Office of Energy and Sustainability, and the Office of the Agriculture
Coordinator. Within this new department is the retitled Parks and Recreation
Division.

E. The GPP22-3 — Technical Corrections proposal includes amendments to delete the
remaining reference to the Freeway Service (FS) zone in chapter 10.01 SCC as this
zone is no longer being implemented and no properties are zoned FS within any
unincorporated UGA. The deletion of references to the FS zone in county code are
considered technical corrections as the FS zone has no further regulatory basis.

F. The GPP22-3 — Technical Corrections proposal is consistent with RCW
36.70A.130(1)(d), which requires that proposed comprehensive plan amendments
be consistent with the GMA. The proposed amendments are specifically designed to
correct existing inconsistencies. The proposal is consistent with RCW
36.70A.130(2)(a), which requires that proposed comprehensive plan amendments
be considered no more frequently than once every year. The proposed amendments
are scheduled for the once per-year consideration by the County Council together
with other comprehensive plan amendments. The proposal is consistent with RCW
36.70A.070, which requires internal consistency within a comprehensive plan. The
major purpose of the proposed amendments is to provide a more internally
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consistent GMACP and implementing development regulations. The proposal is
consistent with RCW 36.70A.210, which requires that a comprehensive plan be
consistent with the Countywide Planning Policies (CPP). The proposed amendments
are consistent with the CPPs as described in the May 6, 2022, PDS staff report to
the Planning Commission.

G. The GPP22-3 — Technical Corrections proposal is consistent with the Puget Sound
Regional Council (PSRC) Multicounty Planning Policies (MPP) RC-1 which
encourages coordinated planning efforts among jurisdictions, agencies, ports,
federally recognized tribes, and adjacent regions where there are common borders
or related regional issues. The proposed amendments, particularly changes due to
recent annexations, have been previously coordinated with cities and service
providers through interlocal agreements which relate to the transition of governance
and transfer of facilities and services.

H. The GPP22-3 — Technical Corrections proposal is consistent with the CPPs
including CPP JP-1 which addresses county and city coordination on annexations,
governance, and urban services. The proposed amendments, particularly changes
due to recent annexations, have been previously coordinated with cities and service
providers through interlocal agreements or approval of utility plans which relate to
the transition of governance and transfer of facilities and services.

I. The GPP22-3 — Technical Corrections proposal is consistent with the
interjurisdictional coordination goals, objectives, and policies of the GPP, including
Objective IC 1.B which requires the county to work with cities and towns to provide
for the orderly transition of unincorporated to incorporated areas within UGAs which
have been previously coordinated through interlocal agreements.

J. Procedural requirements.
1. The proposal is a Type 3 legislative action pursuant to SCC 30.73.010.

2. The environmental impacts of this proposal are within the range of impacts
analyzed by the draft environmental impact statement (DEIS) and final
environmental impact statement (FEIS) during the update to the GMACP in 2015.
No new probable significant adverse environmental impacts from this proposal
have been identified. Therefore, State Environmental Policy Act (SEPA)
requirements with respect to this non-project action have been met through
issuance on April 8, 2022, of Addendum No. 24 to the FEIS for the 2015 update
to the GMACP.

3. Pursuant to RCW 36.70A.106(1), a notice of intent to adopt this ordinance was
transmitted to the Washington State Department of Commerce for distribution to
state agencies on March 30, 2022.
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4. The public participation process used in the adoption of this ordinance complied
with all applicable requirements of the GMA and the SCC.

5. The Washington State Attorney General last issued an advisory memorandum,
as required by RCW 36.70A.370, in September of 2018 entitled “Advisory
Memorandum: Avoiding Unconstitutional Takings of Private Property” to help
local governments avoid the unconstitutional taking of private property. The
process outlined in the State Attorney General’s 2018 advisory memorandum
was used by Snohomish County in objectively evaluating the regulatory changes
proposed by this ordinance.

K. The ordinance is consistent with the record as set forth in the PDS staff reports
dated April 8, 2022, and May 6, 2022.

Section 2. The County Council makes the following conclusions:

A. The proposal complies with all requirements of Washington State law and county
code.

B. The proposal is consistent with the MPP.

The proposal is consistent with the CPP.

The proposal is consistent with the goals, objectives, and policies of the GPP.

All SEPA requirements with respect to this non-project action have been satisfied.

F. This proposal does not result in an unconstitutional taking of private property for a
public purpose and does not violate substantive due process guarantees.

Section 3. The County Council bases its findings and conclusions on the entire record
of the County Council, including all testimony and exhibits. Any finding which should be
deemed a conclusion, and any conclusion which should be deemed a finding, is hereby
adopted as such.

Section 4. Map 1 of the GPP, last amended by Ordinance No. 21-055 on October 6,
2021, is amended as indicated in Exhibit A to this ordinance, which is attached hereto
and incorporated by reference into this ordinance.

Section 5. Map 2 of the GPP, last amended by Ordinance No. 21-054 on October 6,
2021, is amended as indicated in Exhibit B to this ordinance, which is attached hereto
and incorporated by reference into this ordinance.
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Section 6. Map 4 of the GPP, last amended by Ordinance No. 21-054 on October 6,
2021, is amended as indicated in Exhibit C to this ordinance, which is attached hereto
and incorporated by reference into this ordinance.

Section 7. Map 5 of the GPP, last amended by Ordinance No. 21-054 on October 6,
2021, is amended as indicated in Exhibit D to this ordinance, which is attached hereto
and incorporated by reference into this ordinance.

Section 8. The Parks and Recreation chapter of the GPP, adopted by Ordinance No.
14-129 on June 10, 2015, is amended as indicated in Exhibit E to this ordinance, which
is attached hereto and incorporated by reference into this ordinance.

Section 9. Snohomish County Code Section 10.01.020, last amended by Amended
Ordinance No. 02-098 on December 9, 2002, is amended to read:

10.01.020 Definitions.

All technical terminology used in chapter 10.01 SCC, and not defined in chapter 10.01
SCC, shall be interpreted in conformance with the American National Standards
Institute Specifications, Section 1.1-1983 and Section 1.4-1983

as now in force or as later amended. As used in this chapter, the following terms shall
have the meanings set forth below:

(1) "Administrator" means the director of the planning and development services
department or that person’s designated representative who is authorized to administer
and enforce specific noise control provisions under chapter 10.01 SCC.

(2) "Ambient sound level" means the background level of all sound in a given district
independent of the specific source being measured.

(3) "Commercial agriculture" means the production of livestock or agricultural
commodities on lands defined as "Farm and Agricultural" by RCW 84.34.020 (2) and the
offering of the livestock and agricultural commodities for

sale.

(4) "Construction" means any site preparation, clearing, grading, assembly, erection,
demolition, substantial repair, alteration or similar action for or of public or private rights-
of-way, structures, utilities or similar property.

(5) "Day" or "daytime," for the purposes of this chapter, means the hours between 7:00
a.m. and 10:00 p.m. on weekdays and between 9:00 a.m. and 10:00 p.m. on weekends.

(6) "dB(A)" means the sound level measured in decibels, using the "A" weighting scale
which reflects the response characteristics of the human ear.
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(7) "District" means the land use zones to which the provisions of chapter 10.01 SCC
are applied. For the purpose of chapter 10.01:
(a) "Rural district" includes the following zones established in chapter 30.21 SCC:
Rural Resource Transitional - 10 Acre (RRT-10), Rural-5 acre (R-5), Rural
Conservation (RC), Rural Use (RU), Suburban Agriculture-1 acre (SA-1),
Forestry (F), Forestry and Recreation (F & R), Agriculture-10 Acre (A-10), and
Rural Diversification (RD).

(b) "Residential district" includes the following zones established in chapter 30.21
SCC: Residential 20,000 square feet (R-20,000), Residential 12,500 square feet
(R-12,500), Residential 9,600 square feet (R-9,600), Residential 8,400 square
feet (R-8,400), Residential 7,200 square feet (R-7,200), Waterfront Beach
(WFB), Townhouse (T), Low Density Multiple Residential (LDMR), and Multiple
Residential (MR).

(c) "Commercial district" includes the following zones established in chapter
30.21 SCC: ((Freeway-Service(FS);)) Neighborhood Business (NB), Planned
Community Business (PCB), Community Business (CB), Rural Freeway Service
(RFS), Rural Business (RB), Clearview Rural Commercial (CRC) and General
Commercial (GC).

(d) "Industrial district" includes the following zones established in chapter 30.21
SCC: Business Park (BP), Light Industrial (LI), Heavy Industrial (HI), Industrial
Park (IP), Mineral Conservation (MC), Rural Industrial (RI), and all parcels of land
possessing a valid conditional use permit for mineral extraction issued pursuant
to chapter 30.42C SCC.

(8) "Equipment" means any stationary, mobile, self-powered, or portable device or any
part thereof capable of generating sound.

(9) "Exterior play area" means any outdoor area which is designated in any site plan as
a place where children will play and/or features playground equipment, fields for
organized sports, or other facilities for outdoor recreational activities.

(10) "Gross vehicle weight rating (GVWR)" means the value specified by the
manufacturer as the recommended maximum loaded weight of a single vehicle.

(11) "Impulsive sound" means sound having the following qualities: the peak of the
sound level is less than one second and short compared to the occurrence rate, the
onset is abrupt, the decay is rapid, and the peak value exceeds the ambient level by
more than 10 dB(A). For example, the sound made by a pile driver would often meet the
definition of an "impulsive sound."
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(12) "Land use" means the nature of the occupancy, the type of activity, or the character
and form of improvements to which land is devoted or may be devoted.

(13) "Leq" is a basic measure for quantifying noise exposure, namely: the equivalent A-
weighted continuous sound level in a given time period that conveys the same sound
energy as the actual time-varying A-weighted sound.

(14) "Ldn (day-night equivalent sound level)" is a basic measure for quantifying noise
exposure, namely: the Leq for a 24-hour period with a 10dB weighting applied to sound
levels between the hours of 10:00 p.m. and 7:00 a.m.

(15) "Motor vehicle" means any vehicle which is self-propelled, used primarily for
transporting persons or property upon public highways, and-required to be licensed
under RCW 46.16.010, aircraft, watercraft and vehicles used exclusively on stationary
rails or tracks are not motor vehicles as that term is used in chapter 10.01.

(16) "Motorcycle" means any motor vehicle having a saddle for the use of the rider and
designed to travel on not more than three wheels in contact with the ground, except that
farm tractors and vehicles powered by engines of less than five horsepower are not
included.

(17) "Muffler" means a device consisting of a series of chambers or other mechanical
designs for the purpose of receiving exhaust gas from an internal combustion engine, or
for the purpose of introducing water to the flow of the exhaust gas, and which is
effective in reducing sound.

(18) "Night" or "nighttime," for the purposes of this chapter, means the hours between
10:00 p.m. and 7:00 a.m. on weekdays, and between 10:00 p.m. and 9:00 a.m. on
weekends.

(19) "Noise" means the intensity, duration and character of sounds from any and all
sources.

(20) "Off-road vehicle" means any self-propelled motor-driven vehicle not used primarily
for transporting persons or property upon public highways nor required to be licensed
under RCW 46.16.010. "Off-road vehicle" shall not include special construction vehicles.

(21) "Periodic sound" means sound having the following qualities: the sound level varies
repetitively with a period of one minute or less, and the peak value is more than 5 dB(A)
above the minimum value. For example, the "chugging" sound made by a steam engine
might meet the definition of a "periodic sound."

(22) "Person" means any individual, firm, association, partnership, corporation or any
other entity, public or private.
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(23) "Property" means an interest or aggregate of rights in land which is guaranteed and
protected by law. For purposes of chapter 10.01 SCC, "property" includes a leasehold
interest.

(24) "Property boundary" means an imaginary line exterior to any enclosed structure, at
ground surface, which separates the property of one or more persons from that owned
by others; and its vertical extension. In the case of separate tenancies or ownerships
which share a common wall, floor, or ceiling "property boundary" shall mean the edge of
the wall, floor, or ceiling which is on the side of the receiving tenancy or ownership.

(25) "Public disturbance noise" means any sound which, because of its random or
infrequent occurrence, is not conducive to measurement under the quantitative
standards established in SCC 10.01.030; and endangers or injures the safety or health
of humans or animals, or endangers or damages personal or real property, or annoys,
disturbs or perturbs any reasonable person of normal sensitivities, or is specifically
included in those listed in SCC 10.01.040 (1) or 10.01.040 (2).

(26) "Public highway" means the entire width between the right-of-way lines of every
roadway publicly maintained by the Washington State Department of Transportation, or
any county or city, when any part of the right-of-way is generally open to the use of the
public for purposes of vehicular travel as a matter of right.

(27) "Pure tone component" means sound having the following qualities: a one-third
octave band sound pressure level in the band with the tone that exceeds the arithmetic
average of the sound pressure levels of the two contiguous one-third octave bands by 5
dB for center frequencies of 500 Hz and above, by 8 dB for center frequencies between
160 and 400 Hz, and by 15 dB for center frequencies less than or equal to 125 Hz. For
example, the sound made by a siren often meets the definition of a "pure tone
component.”

(28) "Receiving property" means property within which sound originating beyond its
property boundary is received.

(29) "Repetitive barking" means barking, whether by one or more dogs, which while not
continuous constitutes 10 minutes or more of any half hour time span.

(30) "Sound level" means the weighted sound pressure level, measured by the use of a
metering characteristic and weighted as specified in American National Standards
Institute Specifications, Section 1.4-1983, as now or hereafter amended.

(31) "Sound level meter" means a sound level measuring device either Type | or Type
Il, as defined by American National Standards Institute Specifications, Section 1.4-1983,
as now or hereafter amended.
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(32) "Special construction vehicle" means any vehicle which is designed and used
primarily for grading, paving, earthmoving, and other construction work; which is not
designed or used primarily for the transportation of persons or property on a public
highway; and which is only incidentally operated or moved over the highway.

(33) "Temporary construction site" means any location where site clearing, construction
of plat improvements, or construction or remodeling of a structure, facility, improvement,
or other feature attached to the land occurs including roadway, bikeway, trail, sidewalk,

or other similar construction, repair, or improvement.

(34) "Warning device" means any device intended to provide public warning of
potentially hazardous, emergency or illegal activities, including but not limited to a
burglar alarm or vehicle backup signal, but not including any fire alarm.

(35) "Watercraft" means any contrivance powered by an internal or external combustion
engine used or capable of being used as a means of transportation or recreation on
water. "Watercraft" includes aircraft taxiing on water, but excludes aircraft in the act of
actual landing or takeoff.

(36) "Weekday" means any day Monday through Friday which is not a legal holiday as
defined in RCW 1.16.050.

(37) "Weekend" means Saturday and Sunday or any legal holiday as defined in RCW
1.16.050.

Section 10. The County Council directs the code reviser to update SCC 30.10.060
pursuant to SCC 1.02.020(3).

Section 11. Severability and Savings. If any section, sentence, clause or phrase of this
ordinance shall be held to be invalid by the Growth Management Hearings Board
(“Board”), or unconstitutional by a court of competent jurisdiction, such invalidity or
unconstitutionality shall not affect the validity or constitutionality of any other section,
sentence, clause, or phrase of this ordinance. Provided, however, that if any section,
sentence, clause, or phrase of this ordinance is held to be invalid by the Board or court
of competent jurisdiction, then the section, sentence, clause, or phrase in effect prior to
the effective date of this ordinance shall be in full force and effect for that individual
section, sentence, clause or phrase as if this ordinance had never been adopted.

GPP22-3 — Technical Corrections
Amendments to the Parks and Recreation Chapter of the GPP

Parks and Recreation

The Snohomish County park system is incredibly diverse and boasts more than 11,000 acres of
parks and open space; 105 park properties; hundreds of miles of trails; and more than 47 miles
of fresh and saltwater shoreline. Major regional park assets such as the Evergreen State
Fairgrounds, Kayak Point Park, Lord Hill Park and the Centennial, Interurban, and Whitehorse
trail systems host local, regional, and national events that draw more than 4.4 million visitors
each year to Snohomish County parks.

Parks play a critical role in building livable and sustainable communities. They contribute to the
health and wellness of individual residents and communities by providing safe places to walk,
swim, ride, run, recreate, and play. County parks, events, trails, and open space are on the front
line of regional economic development efforts. The region receives more than 30 million dollars
each year in positive economic impact through the following activities which take place in
county parks and recreation facilities: camping and overnight lodging, special events,
tournaments, environmental education, and tourism. The Snohomish County Parks and
Recreation ((Bepartment)) Division (Parks) is the largest land steward in county government
and its parks, trails, and open space contribute to the clean water, clean air, healthy forests,
and great beaches that Snohomish County residents and visitors enjoy.

Parks has identified and developed park priorities through public planning processes since the
((departmentss)) division’s inception in 1963. The public process seeks input from stakeholders,
including county residents, cities and towns, school districts, user groups, and others to assist in
identifying park land and facility needs. These stakeholder-identified needs are paired together
with further analysis to define long-term priorities to provide parks and park facilities.

Parks began summarizing park needs, and long-range strategies for meeting those needs, in a
new Park and Recreation Element (PRE) beginning in 2015. The PRE is structured to more
efficiently address issues related to the Growth Management Act (GMA) and provide more
flexibility in updating planning documents.

Parks has previously published this information in Comprehensive Park Plans adopted in: 1965,
1984, 1986, 1990, 1993, 1994, 2001, and 2007.

Some of the content previously found in Comprehensive Park Plans has been relocated into a
Snohomish County Parks and Recreation Visioning Plan (PRVP). This content emphasizes public
feedback on recreation priorities and public satisfaction with park facilities. The PRVP will
inform long-term planning exercises and short-term funding decisions. Parks anticipates the
PRVP will be updated at least every six years and will help gauge changes in public priorities.
The PRVP is not a component of the Comprehensive Plan.
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The PRE summarizes long-term needs and strategies that have been developed to meet them.

The PRE provides the foundation for park land and facility level-of-service standards specified in
the county Capital Facilities Plan (CFP). The Park Improvement Plan (PIP) identifies short-term
projects to be completed within a six-year time period. These projects support and address the
needs in the PRE. The County will use the PIP and the PRVP to identify projects that may be
incorporated into the county’s six-year Capital Improvement Program (CIP).

The primary funding sources available to the Parks ((Bepartment)) and Recreation Division are:
local real estate excise taxes (REET), general fund revenues, impact/mitigation fees,
Conservation Futures Tax Program revenues, and outside grant funding.

GOAL PR 1 Provide recreation services to Snohomish County’s residents in the most effective
and efficient way possible.

Objective PR 1.A Promote coordination among recreation providers in Snohomish County to
efficiently deliver parks and recreation services and to collaborate on issues of shared concern.

PR Policies

1.A.1 Coordinate with cities, towns, school districts, park districts, and other junior
taxing districts to develop an integrated system of passive and active parks, open
spaces, and trails that are accessible to all residents of the county, cities, and towns.

1.A.2 Include cities and towns in the planning process for park facilities in areas that
may be annexed.

1.A.3 Consider joint agreements with cities and towns for the maintenance and
operation of parks facilities in areas that may be annexed.

1.A.4 Identify parks suitable for transfer to cities and towns and consider negotiating
with cities and towns for the orderly transfer of those parks to those cities and towns.

1.A.5 Partner with park districts, school districts, cities, towns, and other recreational
service providers and coordinate on service delivery.

Objective PR 1.B Promote coordination among recreation providers outside Snohomish County
to efficiently deliver parks and recreation services and to collaborate on issues of shared
concern.

PR Policies

1.B.1 Coordinate with Skagit and King Counties’ cities and towns and with Skagit and
King Counties in planning and constructing Regional Trails.

1.B.2 Coordinate with state and federal entities to promote integration of park and
recreational facilities and ensure continued public access to parks and recreational
facilities.

GOAL PR 2 Provide diverse recreational opportunities through Neighborhood Parks,
Community Parks, Special Use Parks, Regional Parks, and Regional Trails.
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Objective PR 2.A Maintain and develop a variety of park facilities.
PR Policies

2.A.1 Consider input from residents, stakeholder groups, school districts, parks and
recreation districts, cities, and towns in developing and determining maintenance
priorities for Snohomish County’s parks and recreation facilities.

2.A.2 Explore and develop programs to assist cities and towns in their efforts to
acquire Neighborhood Parks within their UGAs.

2.A.3 Maintain adopted level-of-service standards by acquiring and developing new
parks and park facilities and by expanding the capacities of existing parks and park
facilities.

2.A.4 Renovate aging park facilities to maintain and improve their existing use. Priority
for renovation should be given to park facilities that:

. Require significant maintenance due to facility age,

. Require or could significantly benefit from energy or water efficiency upgrades,
J Are heavily used or are significant revenue generators, or

] Are close to water bodies and do not meet current stormwater standards.

2.A.5 Prioritize developing Regional Trails.

GOAL PR 3 Maintain and monitor minimum level-of-service standards for parks and for park
facilities that are necessary to support development.

Objective PR 3.A Complete an annual “Statement of Assessment” for the Snohomish County
CIP to track current level-of-service for park classifications and park facilities that are necessary
to support development.

PR Policies

3.A.1 Apply alevel-of-service method to: monitor the level-of-service of park facilities
necessary to support development; identify priority parks projects that are necessary to
support development; and provide a basis for collecting and allocating park impact
mitigation fees.

3.A.2 The level-of-service necessary to support development is established by
measurable units of the following categories of park facilities: active recreation facilities;
passive recreation facilities; regional trails; waterfront; campsites; and parking spaces.
These park facilities contribute to the level-of-service necessary to support development
when located in the following classifications of parks: Neighborhood Parks, Community
Parks, Regional Parks, and Regional Trails.

3.A.3 Impact fees should be used to: (1) develop park facilities that are categorized as
active recreation facilities, passive recreation facilities, regional trails, waterfront,
campsites, and parking spaces in Neighborhood Parks, Community Parks, Regional
Parks, and Regional Trails; and (2) acquire park properties for Neighborhood Parks,
Community Parks, Regional Parks, and Regional Trails.
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3.A.4 Review the level-of-service method periodically.

3.A.5 Standards for level-of-service necessary to support development should guide,
but not limit, acquiring and developing parks and park facilities.

Objective PR 3.B Consider improving developed park properties before improving undeveloped
park sites.

PR Policies

3.B.1 Acquire park properties and develop park facilities to meet level-of-service
standards, priorities identified in the Parks and Recreation Element, priorities identified
in other county plans, and emerging needs identified by the Parks ((Bepartment)) and
Recreation Division.

3.B.2 Develop new parks and park facilities when opportune and appropriate even if
minimum planning goals are achieved.

GOAL PR 4 Acquire park properties and develop park facilities that meet existing and projected
growth needs of the County and that meet priorities identified in other Snohomish County
Plans.

Objective PR 4.A Prioritize park property acquisitions and acquire park properties that are
consistent with the priorities of the Park and Recreation Element and CIP.

PR Policies

4.A.1 Evaluate potential park acquisitions by considering the priorities identified in the
Park and Recreation Element and the Capital Improvement Program.

4.A.2 Acquire, develop, or expand park facilities as identified in the Park and
Recreation Element.

4.A.3 Evaluate, pursue, and develop unique, unanticipated acquisition opportunities
that are presented to the Parks ((Bepartment)) and Recreation Division, as appropriate.

4.A.4 Acquire land and develop additional water access with a priority on providing
saltwater access.

4.A.5 Work with the Parks Advisory Board to update the acquisition goals and
guidelines to reflect priorities in the Park and Recreation Element and Capital
Improvement Program.

4.A.6 Use the Snohomish County Parks Advisory Board’s acquisition goals and
guidelines process and the Parks Advisory Board’s recommendations in evaluating
potential park acquisitions.

4.A.7 Use the Conservation Futures Program Advisory Board’s recommendations when
applying funds from the Conservation Futures Tax Fund.

GOAL PR 5 Provide open space and natural areas with appropriate public access to promote
understanding and support of the natural environment and of the benefits these lands provide.
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Objective PR 5.A Manage and maintain open space and natural properties within the Parks
((Pepartment's)) and Recreation Division’s inventory.

PR Policies

5.A.1 Seek opportunities for natural resource enhancement within the Parks
((Pepartment's)) and Recreation Division’s inventory.

5.A.2 Explore techniques to manage and protect forest lands within the Parks
((Pepartment's)) and Recreation Division’s inventory.

5.A.3 Partner with public and private organizations to assist in habitat improvement,
monitoring, and research on county park lands.

GOAL PR 6 Support recreation programs and provide programs on a case-by-case basis.

Objective PR 6.A Develop and maintain parks and park facilities suitable for recreation
programs.

PR Policies
6.A.1 Offer recreational programs on a case-by-case basis.

6.A.2 Support recreation programs provided by external agencies, jurisdictions, and
private vendors at Snohomish County parks and park facilities.

6.A.3 Provide recreation programs when they are unique to a park or park facility, they
fulfill an identified community need, or they support overall objectives of the Parks

((Pepartment)) and Recreation Division.

GOAL PR 7 Assist in preserving the cultural and historic resources of Snohomish County.

Objective PR 7.A Propagate the cultural and historic resources of Snohomish County through
land acquisition, protection, and interpretation.

PR Policies

7.A.1 Work with communities, historical organizations, and local tribes to identify
culturally and historically significant properties appropriate for Snohomish County’s park
system.

7.A.2 Provide interpretive opportunities at parks when appropriate and feasible.

GOAL PR 8 Promote sustainable operation by considering financial, environmental, and social
implications of the Parks and Recreation ((Bepartmentss)) Division’s actions.

Objective PR 8.A Consider a variety of innovative funding methods, including, but not limited
to, sponsorships, agreements with vendors, public and private partnerships, selling of naming
rights, adjustments to user fees, and operational efficiencies.

PR Policies

8.A.1 Prioritize methods such as sponsorships, agreements with vendors, and selling of
naming rights over increased user fees for generating revenue.
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8.A.2 Provide operational efficiencies by replacing aging infrastructure with updated
energy and water efficient components and by implementing naturalization and
sustainable operation initiatives when feasible.

Objective PR 8.B Encourage recreational amenities in Recreation Areas.
PR Policies

8.B.1 Coordinate with other recreational providers within the Recreation Areas and
promote opportunities for collaboration.

8.B.2 Consider additional Recreation Areas as promoted by outside groups, or within
the ((department)) division, when they are proposed.
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
